1. Skim the Headlines

2. Note the Major Events

3. Check out the Statistics

4. Make Inferences

5. Read One or two Things in Depth

6. Take brief notes with the intent of answering this question: What do I think this means for the US economy/society as a whole, and how will it affect my investment decisions

What you must DO:

You will be graded on:

1. Participation—miss posting to me your investment decisions and that will hurt your grade

2. Quality of the written analysis you use to make your decisions in investment (a paragraph attached to your decisions)

a. I will be looking for how you apply the statistics and newspaper info to deciding what will be a good investment decision for your assets
